Off road bikers seem to be many reports coming in quite early in the year, Police Operation Clarify has been 
started and we will taget the bikers, especailly farm land, school visits to inform people not to do it.
Enforcement, bikes can be seized 

Open Meeting
Bill Davies, Speed Watch
Bill gave us a run through of how speedwatch works
The scheme wont stop speeding but helps to prevent it, it is a widespread problem.
All set ups are set out and approved by police and documented.
All helpers ware high vis clothing and take speed checks on vehicles at designated 30mph locations 
At 30 -34mph they are not reported, but at 35mph they are noted with vehicle reg, make colour etc and the 
results are sent to the police who issue the warning letters, if you get caught 3 times, you may also get a visit.
In suffolk there are currently 84 schemes all run by trained volunteers, the first one started in 2009.
At Stratford St Mary they carryout speedwatch twice a week. This was first started in 2013

In 2022 we did 85 sessions, 18703 vehicle movements were recorded, 843 were speeding, 4.5 %
    2023 77 sessions  17035 Vehicles 524 speeding 3.08%
    2024  84 sessions  17687 vehicles 453 speeding 2.56 %



    2025      85sessions              18546 vehicles 467 Speeding 2.52 %

So over 4 years of speedwatch, the numbers are actually dropping, now half the amount of speeding, which 
shows that this scheme is actually working.

For speedwatch you need 6 volunteers as a minimum, you need 3 to carry out a speed watch survey and they 
must all be over 18
