Minutes of a meeting of the Shotley Parish Council held on Thursday, July 18th, 2024, at 7:15 pm, at the Shotley Village Hall.

	SPC/24/88: To receive and approve apologies for absence: Apologies were received (and approved) from Cllrs
R Wrinch and L Ingram.


	SPC/24/89: Public participation at meetings (Meeting open to allow members of the public to speak): A request was received from a member of the public for the Council to use a microphone next time meetings were held in the main hall.


	SPC/24/90: Declarations of interest with regard to items on the agenda: Cllrs T Ingram and R Green declared a non-pecuniary interest on matters pertaining to agenda item 96 a).
  

	SPC/24/91: Reports from County and District Councillors: County Cllr S Harley gave a brief verbal report.

	SPC/24/92: To approve the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on the 13 June 2024: It was resolved to approve the minutes as a true record of the meeting held. 



	SPC/24:93: Planning matters:

a) Decision: DC/24/02246 9 Hawkes Drive - Erection of rear extension – Planning permission granted: Noted.
b) Appeal: AP/24/00059 - Corner House, The Street- Change of use of land to residential and erection of garage: Noted. No change to the Parish Council’s position.
c) To consider recommendation to write to SCC Highways about recent correspondence pertaining to their consultee response to planning application DC/23/04109 - Former HMS Ganges Site: It was resolved to write to SCC Highways and appeal for a rescission of their recent submission to the planning application DC/23/04109 consultation. 
d) To receive update on Hanson Drive: The date for the closure of this temporary access had changed from July to August, and it now appeared that it would remain in place until October. There was some concern that this could keep on being extended until it became a permanent arrangement. However, a formal challenge could not be made until the current extension expired, as it had been approved by SCC Highways.


	SPC/24/94: To consider rescinding the decision made under agenda item SPC/24/68 a) Foreshore steps: It was reported that a local resident had made an appeal to users of the steps to come forward and sign an online petition, which had gathered over one hundred signatures. It now appeared that the facility was much more used than originally thought and Councillors agreed to rescind their previous decision and explore cost-effective options available.

	SPC/24/95:  Finance and administration:

a) To consider and approve accounts for payment and note receipts, bank balances, and reconciliations: The accounts for payments, receipts and balances/reconciliations had been circulated to members ahead of the meeting. It was resolved to approve the accounts for payment and the bank balances /reconciliations were noted.

b) To note and approve the Internal Audit report for year ended 31 March 2024: Members praised the Clerk on the excellent annual audit report, which was approved by members, and with no recommendations to note.
c) To adopt the revised Model Financial Regulations: It was resolved to approve the new Financial Regulations.

d) To receive and note the “Council Action List”: The Clerk provided a brief report of the action list.


	SPC/24/96: Committees, Working Groups and Representatives - To receive reports, consider recommendations and agree on actions:

a) Shotley Peninsula Shoreline CIC: Cllr T Ingram gave members an update, including: the sale of donated tools by a former member of the group had raised in excess of £500 and a funding application had been submitted to “Resilient Coast”.
b) Greens and Open Spaces-Heritage Park paths maintenance-to approve expenditure: Unfortunately, the Community Payback Team was no longer able to help with this activity. It was agreed that the Clerk would try to organise a group of volunteers to do some maintenance, but if this was not possible, the expenditure for the work to be undertaken was approved.
c) Play Areas update: Site visits with several play equipment providers were in the process of being organised. Once the quotes and drawings were available, further consultation would be carried out and the funding applications would start to be submitted.


	SPC/24/97: To note correspondence received and agree response needed:
a) Correspondence form resident thanking the Parish Council for their support: Noted.
b) Correspondence from residents re. lack of SCC verge maintenance: Noted. The matter had been reported on a number of occasions, but action was not forthcoming from SCC.
c) Correspondence from residents re. overgrown footpaths in the Heritage Park: Noted, and discussed previously during the meeting. 


	SPC/24/98: Reports from Councillors on matters not itemised on the agenda/requests for next agenda (No decisions with a financial implication are permitted to be made at this point and should be added to a future agenda for consideration): Cllr P Hillier reminded members that the fundraiser “Celebration of the sea” event would be taking place on August 10th, with an entry fee of £10.00 that included light refreshments.
Cllr J Richardson reported that railings had been installed at Admiralty Pier to deter trespassers. Cllr P Hillier suggested asking the local schools to raise awareness of the potential dangers for children.

Cllr P Hillier asked if the Parish Council could do something to protect the trees on Caledonia Road. The Clerk stated that if they were not already protected, the Parish Council could apply for Tree Protection Orders through Babergh District Council. Councillors were in support of starting the process.
